Writing outcome: To write a multi-modal biography of Jacques 
Cousteau 
- To use fronted adverbials 
- To choose appropriate pronouns or nouns within and across 
sentences to aid cohesion and avoid repetition 
- To use relative clauses beginning with who, which, where, when, 
whose, that or an omitted relative pronoun 
- To use a colon to introduce a list and use semi-colons within lists 
- To use hyphens to avoid ambiguity 
- To select the appropriate style to engage the audience 
- To use direct and reported speech to express a range of 
viewpoints 
- To use verb tenses consistently and correctly 
- To use real life facts, including dates and place names
